Halsobestk med barn med utlandsk bakgrund inom barnhalsovard och
elevhalsa

Sjukskoterskor upplever oro Over att forbise risker for ohélsa hos barn nér de inte delar
etnicitet, kultur och sprak med barnet de méter. Halsoarbetet ar komplext vid dessa méten och
kan inverka pa barns delaktighet i halsobesok. Forskningsprojektet undersoker
skolskoterskors och barnhalsovards-sjukskaterskors kulturella kompetens och arbetssatt med
att framja delaktighet hos barn med utlandsk bakgrund samt hur barn med utlandsk bakgrund
erfar och &r delaktiga i halsobesok inom elevhalsan och barnhalsovarden. Resultatet kommer
att utgora underlag for utvecklingen av en intervention for att starka och utveckla
sjukskaterskors arbete med barn med utlandsk bakgrund inom barnhalsovard och elevhélsa.

Skolskoterskors och barnhélsovards-sjukskoterskors kulturella kompetens och arbetssatt for
att framja delaktighet har kartlagts med hjalp av en nationell webb-enkat.

For att undersdka hur ungdomar med utlandsk bakgrund erfar hélsobesok inom elevhalsan
anvands fokusgrupper. Videoobservationer av halsobesok forvantas ge ytterligare svar pa hur
sjukskoterskor anvander kulturell kompetens och arbetar for att framja delaktighet for barn
med utlandsk bakgrund.

Health visits in the child health and school health care services with children of
foreign origin

Nurses experience worries of overlooking children’s risks of ill-health in encounters when the
nurse and the child don’t share ethnicity, culture or language. Encounters such as health visits
are complex, which might inflict on the child’s participation in the health visit. The research
project investigates school and child health care nurses’ cultural competence and clinical
practice when promoting participation for children of foreign origin as well as how children
of foreign origin experience and participate in health visits. The results will be used to
develop an intervention to strengthen nurses’ clinical practices in health visits with children of
foreign origin.

Nurses’ cultural competence and clinical practice to promote participation has been assessed
using a national web-based survey. To investigate how adolescents of foreign origin
experience health visits in the school health care services focus groups will be used. The
video-observations of health visits is expected to provide additional knowledge about how
school nurses use cultural competence and promote participation for children of foreign
origin.
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
