Skolprestationer i arskurs 3 och 6 —relationen till barns engagemang och
beteendesvarigheter i forskolans aktiviteter?

En forutsattning for larande i forskola och skola &r barnets nérvaro och engagemang i
aktiviteter och pa lektioner. Forskolan framhalls som en miljo som kan bidra till en positiv
utveckling for alla barn, och sarskilt for barn som behdver extra stod for larandet i forskola
och grundskola. Ett exempel &r barn med beteendesvarigheter. En forskolemiljo som
karaktériseras av lyhord personal, positivt barnsamspel gynnar barns engagemang i forskolans
aktiviteter och kan dven bidra till barnets senare skolgang. Foreliggande projekt bygger pa det
tidigare projektet Tidig Upptackt Tidig Insats (TUTI) dér barns vardagsfungerande och
miljofaktorer i forskolan har kartlagts genom forskoll&rarnas skattningar och deltagande
observationer. Syftet med forskningsprojektet ar att understka relationen mellan barnets
beteendesvarigheter, engagemang och miljofaktorer i forskolan, och prestationer pa de
nationella proven arskurs 3 och 6 samt deras engagemang i klassrummet ar 6.

Achievement in year 3 and 6 - the relationship to children's engagement and
behavior difficulties in preschool activities?

Students' engagement level is a promotive factor for academic achievement and an indicator
of mental health. Preschool is seen as an environment that encourages positive development
of all children and can be especially important for children in need of special support due to
behavioral difficulties. This a follow-up project in grades three and six, of children who’s
everyday functioning and preschool environment have been surveyed. Previous data is based
on preschool teachers' estimation of children's engagement, behavior difficulties, special
needs and interaction, and observation data. The aim of this study is to enhance knowledge on
how the children's behavior difficulties, engagement and environmental factors in preschool
are related to the children’s engagement in the classroom in grade 6, and the results of the
national tests in grade 3 and 6.
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
